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The City of Orlando District 3 in Orange County, Florida contains municipal precincts OL45, OL46, OL47,
0OL48, OL49 and OL50.

District 3 approximately extends north to Clarcona Ocoee Rd, Edgewater Dr, south of Fairbanks,
Nottingham St, Glenridge Way and Nash St. Colonial Dr is the southern boundary. Truman Rd is the
eastern boundary. The western boundary consists of Pine Hills Rd, Coastline Dr and John Young PY.
Within these borders are many sections which are considered unincorporated Orange County, and not
part of the City of Orlando.
