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The City of Orlando District 2 in Orange County, Florida contains municipal precinct 34.

Municipal precinct 34 approximately extends north along Michigan Street, east along South Semoran
Boulevard, north of Abercorn Dr and along Lake Margaret Drive, and west along Conway Road. Within
these borders are many sections which are considered unincorporated Orange County, and not part of
the City of Orlando.
