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The City of Apopka in Orange County, Florida has two municipal precincts, APO1 (9104) and AP02 (9204).

Municipal precinct APO1 (to the south) approximately extends north past Yothers Road to Orange
Blossom Trail, ends in the south at McCormick Road, ends in the west between Wesley Road and
Laughlin Road, and ends in the east at the Orange/Seminole County border. Within these borders are
many sections which are considered unincorporated Orange County, and not part of the City of Apopka.
This municipal precinct also includes the following Orange County precincts:

Each listed Orange County precinct is partially made up of the City of Apopka and partially
unincorporated Orange County, which change according to municipal annexation ordinances.

Municipal precinct APO2 is located to the north of municipal precinct APO1. This precinct approximately
extends north to the Orange/Lake County border line, ends in the south (past parts of municipal precinct
APO01) to Votaw Road (near Lake McCoy), ends in the west at Round Lake Road, and ends in the east
between Lake Prevatt and North Wekiwa Springs Road. Within these borders are many sections which
are considered unincorporated Orange County, and not part of the City of Apopka. This municipal
precinct also includes the following Orange County precincts:
