INFORMATION FOR AMENDMENT 4
VOTING RIGHTS RESTORATION FOR FELONS

In November 2018, Florida voters adopted an amendment to the Florida constitution known as
“Amendment 4.” That Amendment provided that former felons, except for those convicted of murder or
a felony sexual offense, would have their eligibility to register and vote restored if they had completed all
terms of their sentence, including prison, probation, and parole.

Florida statutes enacted following the passage of Amendment 4 also require former felons to have
completed all fines, fees, and restitution if those terms were included as part of the judicial sentence.

While the Supervisor of Elections cannot provide legal advice, the following information is
derived from the language of Amendment 4 and § 98.0751, Florida Statutes:

For all former felons — except those convicted of murder or a felony sexual offense — who have
completed all prison, probation, or parole terms of their sentence:

1. If you no longer owe money, you are eligible to register and vote.

2. If you have paid all fines, fees, and restitution, as ordered by the Court, even if post-judgment
fees remain, you are eligible to register and vote.

3. Inability to pay, pending subsequent Court opinions, does not presently provide an exception.
If you have completed community service in lieu of your remaining payment, however, you
are eligible to register and vote.

4. If you do not know whether or not these categories apply to you, you may request an advisory
opinion from the State Division of Elections. Please refer to § 106.23(2), Fla. Stat., and the
Division of Elections Website at https://dos.myflorida.com/elections/laws-rules/advisory-
opinions/ for additional information.
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INFORMACION SOBRE LA ENMIENDA 4,
RESTAURACION DE DERECHOS DE VOTO PARA CONVICTOS

En noviembre de 2018, los votantes de la Florida adoptaron una enmienda a la Constitucion de la
Florida conocida como “Enmienda 4”. Esa enmienda establece que ex convictos, a excepcion de aquellos
condenados por asesinato o un delito de ofensa sexual, podrian restaurar su elegibilidad para registrase y
votar si han completado todos los terminos de su sentencia, incluidos prision, libertad bajo palabra y
libertad condicional. Los estatutos de la Florida promulgados después de la aprobacion de la Enmienda 4,
también requieren que los ex convictos hayan completado todas las multas, tarifas y restitucion si esos
términos se incluyeron como parte de la sentencia judicial.

Si bien el Supervisor de Elecciones no puede brindar asesoramiento legal, la siguiente informacion se
deriva del lenguaje de la Enmienda 4 y & 98.0751, Estatutos de la Florida:

Para todos los ex convictos, excepto los condenados por asesinato o delito sexual, que hayan cumplido
todos los términos de prision, libertad bajo palabra o libertad condicional de su sentencia:

1. Si no debe dinero, es elegible para registrarse y votar.

2. Si ha pagado todas las multas, honorarios y restituciones, segun lo ordenado por la Corte,
incluso si los costos o los honorarios posteriores a la sentencia contintian, usted es elegible
para registrarse y votar.

3. Incapacidad de pago, en espera de sentencias posteriores de la Corte, actualmente no
constituye una excepcion. Sin embargo, si ha completado el servicio comunitario en lugar
de su pago pendiente, es elegible para registrarse y votar.
