Access authorization is only valid for one general election cycle (i.e., the year the scheduled 
primary and general elections are held). Access automatically expires at the end of the calendar 
year in which it is issued. You will have to reapply to renew access (Rule 1S­ 2.043(3)(d),  
F.A.C.).
