Municipal precinct OC06 extends northwest from A D Mims Rd (southern border). McCormick Rd and 
Valley Dr are on the northern boundary. West side of Lake Apopka is the western boundary down to 
Farnham Dr. Eastern boundary extends west from Lake Apopka to Leslie Ann Ln and Ingram Rd up to 
McCormick Rd. 

Municipal precinct OC07 is located to the south of Municipal Precinct OC06. This precinct extends north 
of Old Winter Garden Rd (southern boundary) up to A D Mims Rd and Rewis St (northern boundary). The 
western boundary extends east from S Kissimmee Ave to just short of Good Homes Rd. (eastern 
boundary) 

Municipal precinct OC08 is located to the west of Municipal Precinct OC07. This precinct extends north 
from Park Ridge Gotha Rd and Roberson Rd (southern boundary) up to East Crown Point Rd (northern 
boundary). State Rd 429 and East Crown Point Rd (western boundary) extends east to 7th Ave, 
Blackwood Ave, Old Winter Garden Rd, S Kissimmee Ave and Rewis St (eastern boundary) 

Municipal precinct OC09 is located to the east of Municipal Precinct OC06. This precinct extends north 
of Silver Star Rd (southern boundary) up to McCormick Rd (northern boundary). Ingram Rd, Lake 
Meadow Rd, Lauren Beth Ave, A D Mims Rd and Clarke Rd are the (western boundary). The eastern 
boundary doesn’t go further than Lake Stanley and Apopka Vineland Rd.  

Within these borders there are many sections which are considered unincorporated Orange County

For the 2023 Municipal Elections, the City of Winter Park has four polling places within municipal 
precincts.  

The polling place for OC06 is located at Jim Beech Recreation Center, 1820 A D Mims Rd. 

Jim Beech Recreation Center is situated between A D Mims Rd and Lake Meadow in precinct OC09.  

 

The polling place for OC07 is located at Ocoee Lakeshore Center, 125 N Lakeshore Dr. 

Ocoee Lakeshore Center is situated between N Lakeshore Dr and Bluford Ave. 

 

The polling place for OC08 is located at Fire Station 39, 2500 Maguire Rd. 

Fire Station 39 is situated between Treasure Landing Pkwy and Maguire Rd. 

 

The polling place for OC09 is located at Jim Beech Recreation Center, 1820 A D Mims Rd. 

Jim Beech Recreation Center is situated between A D Mims Rd and Lake Meadow. 

 

Polling Place Jim Beech Recreation Center services both Precincts OC06 and OC09. (Dual Polling Place)
